CLUB VS. HIGH SCHOOL CONFLICT HEATS UP 
(A VIEW FROM THE NSCAA)

More than a third of  the National Soccer Coaches Association of  America’s 30,000-plus members are 
high school coaches. So we spoke with NSCAA CEO Joe Cummings about the tug-of-war for players 
between high schools and elite clubs, who often urge their players to skip scholastic ball. The conflict 
intensified when the U.S. Soccer Development Academy, which is comprised of  78 clubs and includes 
more than 3,000 of  the nation’s top boys players, announced that about of  a third of  its clubs have 
moved to a 10-month schedule this season and by fall of  2012 it expects all of  its clubs to do so. 
Cummings' career in soccer has included high school, college and youth club coaching, as well as 
administrative positions at the pro level with MLS’s New England Revolution and WPS’s Boston 
Breakers.
